
 
 
 

 

    Children are fascinated by different 

world cultures. A great way to introduce 

them to the various nations that make up 

our world is to expose them to flags around 

the world. We  begin with the familiar ones 

near us and then travel around the entire 

globe. We explore how world flags show 

different sets of colors and symbols (i.e., the 

sun, the moon, cultural symbols, national 

bird, or flowers.) We also show them flags 

with writing on them such as Saudi Arabia.   

 

    A good activity to incorporate into our 

lessons is to ask your child to identify the 

many flags that have previously been 

shown in prior Olympic games on 

television.  

 

    The students study other aspects of 

flags from around the world this month by 

exposing them to how fascinating 

symbolism can reflect and create a sense of 

national pride using a unique design, vibrant 

colors and other visual queues. If you would 

like to continue exploring flags from around 

the world with your children, please visit 

www.united -states -flag.com.
